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3) is the natural, adopted, foster, or step-child of a current employee who 
has been employed for a total of at least seven cumulative years by 
Northeastern Illinois University. Academic years shall count as calendar 
years for those employees normally employed on an academic year basis. 
Employment which is or was contingent upon an individual's status as 
an enrolled student shall 
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E. STUDENT ACTIVITIES AND ORGANIZATIONS 

The university shall develop policies concerning student activities and organizations. 
The policies and any changes shall become effective when approved by the President. 

The policies shall include the following provisions and such other provisions as are 
necessary and appropriate: 

1. Procedures for recognition of approved university activities and organizations. 

2. Procedures for the approval of allocations and expenditures of student activity 
funds. 

 

F. STUDENT PUBLICATIONS AND BROADCASTING POLICIES 

The university shall develop policies concerning the operation of all student media that 
are supported in whole or in part by university funds. The policies and any changes 
shall become effective when approved by the President.
